1. Write each word you are investigating in the center of the small star.

2. Below the word, in the center of the star on line 1, write your idea of the definition, the meaning of the word, without looking it up. 

3. On line 2, write your definition of the word after finding it in the play and reading it in the sentence in which it appears. Do the two definitions match? If not, look up the word in World Book’s Online Dictionary or your favorite print dictionary and write the actual definition on line 2.

4. Based on the definition, in one of the points of the star, write Synonyms of the word.

5. In another point, write Antonyms of the word.

6. In another point, write the part(s) of speech of your word.

7. In another point, divide the word into syllables.

8. In the last point, write a sentence of your own using the word.
